Section 48.      In case the debenture holder representative commits an offence against property as stipulated in Chapter 1, Chapter 3, Chapter 4, Chapter 5, or Chapter 7, of Title 12 of the Criminal Code, the Office shall be deemed to be the injured party under the Criminal Procedure Code. 

In the event under the first paragraph, the public prosecutor, after having brought the criminal case to court, has the power to claim property or price of compensation for damages on behalf of the injured person. For this purpose, the provisions concerning the procedure for filing a civil case in connection with a criminal case under the Criminal Procedure Code shall apply mutatis mutandis.
